The
new Regulation 765/2008/EC and

Decision 768/2008/EC are a major

leap forward in guaranteeing the quality

of all products marketed in the Member

States.

In all EU Member States, the safety of PPE
products has to be assessed and certified
by notified bodies. But, until recently, the
procedures applied to attribute the CE mark
have differed significantly between Member
States, which was a thorn in the side of man-
ufacturers with a true commitment to qual-
ity, like Ansell. Their advisory work through
national and international federations has

Ansell supports

A few years ago, the European
Commission expressed its wish to
revise the PPE Directive 89/686,
which was first adopted in 1989 to
ensure that all PPE meets basic health
and safety requirements. The revision
process kicked off in late 2008, when
organizations and federations con-
cerned with safety at work, includ-
ing the European Safety Federation
(ESF), were invited to comment on
the existing PPE Directive. Ansell was
one of the most active ESF members
to propose amendments.

Here’s an overview of Ansell’s main con-
cerns:

More realistic categorization of PPE:
many products currently classed under
PPE category II but which protect against
risks like radioactive contamination or
deep cuts, should be re-classed as cat-
egory III PPE, i.e. PPE to protect against
mortal harm

helped bring about a review of the existing
framework for the marketing of products.

Enhanced and harmo-
nized accreditation
Effective since 1 January, Regulation
765/2008 /EC calls for a tighter alignment
of market control measures by defining
strict requirements for accreditation, market
surveillance and CE marks. To enhance
the quality of accreditation, the Regulation
defines stricter rules for the selection, assess-
ment, etc. of notified bodies and harmonizes
procedures on subcontracting, reporting,
etc.
requirements for manufacturers, importers
and distributors to demonstrate compliance
with CE mark rules, including a 5-yearly
review of the CE certification validity.

Decision 768/2008/EC prescribes

Strengthen market
control measures

As for market surveillance, the Regulation

includes, among other things, a series of
measures to tighten market control and
improve cooperation between authorities,
manufacturers and notified bodies. Member
States must, for example, establish proce-
dures to follow up and monitor complaints,
verify that corrective action has been taken
and implement penalties in case of breaches.

Optimal protection

Ansell welcomes the Regulation and
Decision described above, as the harmoniza-
tion will ensure stricter market control, lead-
ing to increased product compliance and
improved safety in all European Member
States. This is entirely in line with Ansell’s
commitment to offer products marked and
certified to the most recent, state-of-the art
legislation and standards, thus ensuring
optimal user protection.

Validity of CE certifications:

the — lifelong - CE certification validity
period for Cat. II PPE should be drasti-
cally shortened (a 5-year recertification
has been accepted)

Clearer rules for dual-use products:

more clarity on what procedures to follow
when certifying PPE items with possible
dual- or multiple functions, e.g. gloves
that can be used as a medical device and
personal protection at the same time

More clarity on CE compliance whenever
EN standards change:

a revision of the EN standard should
imply an obligation to change CE mark
certification

More transparent responsibilities for
importers and distributors:
importers/distributors have to act with
due diligence and ensure that the PPE
products they are selling comply with
the relevant laws (documentation, user
instructions, etc.).

During a
recent meeting with the head of OHSE, Ansell
discussed how to further optimize the group’s
hand protection policy.
